Committee members are people with disabilities, their
family members and friends, staff from disability-
related organizations, as well as disability advocates.

Members of the Disabilities Committee recently com-
pleted a survey and then voted on the health care is-
sues that are most important to them. All advocacy
agendas and Committee priorities are chosen by the
members themselves. The Committee’s top three
health advocacy priorities include:

« Increase or safeguard public funding (i.e. Medicaid
dollars) for people with disabilities

- Assure the consideration of physical
and mental health issues in all health
care

- Collaborate with and support other
organizations in furthering home and
community-based services

The Disabilities Committee meets
on the third Wednesday of every
month. Our meetings are held at
United Cerebral Palsy (4638 Centre
Avenue in Oakland) and we meet
from 1:00 p.m. - 2:30 p.m.
